Gospel Reflection 
 

The Knowing Where You Stand  

  
I’m a sucker for the strays of the plant world. I cultivate a small,  

shade-loving garden on my balcony, and there’s not a plant out there that 
wasn’t rescued from someone else’s garbage. I wouldn’t call it an attractive 

collection of life forms, but I have the satisfaction of knowing that every 
single stick out there owes me one. Some of them recover from original 
rejection and flourish, even blooming to the astonishment of my friends. 

Others waver between life and death for a season or longer. I’m very 
patient with my orphans. But even I have a limit to the amount of time I can 
allow my confined space to be taken up by a plant that refuses to give back 

even a little life for my efforts. 
  

I have great sympathy for the gardener who defends the life of the tree for a 
fourth and final year. But if the tree continues to exhaust the soil with no 

return, it will be cut down, and even the gardener will agree it’s time to give 
the spot to a tree with more promise. Those of us currently exhausting the 

soil to no purpose should wonder what time it is,                                      
and where we stand in the gardener’s forbearance.
